Contemporary architecture is the architecture of the
21st century. No single style is dominant. Some designs
are simplistic and modern in appearance, focusing on
the use of steel, concrete, glass and new materials.
Some are sculptural and conceptual, and some
prioritise the use of natural and ecological materials.

Block printing originated in East Asia. The technique existed in China as early as the 2nd
century CE. Images and text were cut into blocks of wood and printed on silk cloth.

This traditional technique has found its place in modern industry, with designs often created
in linoleum. Applied by hand or machine; the process is used to add surface decoration to
textiles (such as clothing and fabric), stationery (cards and notebooks) and on decorative

2 items like wall paper and other home decor.
